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ADMISSIONS POLICY 2010-11
At Longtown we welcome admissions from everyone.  In recent years there has been no need to apply an admission policy.  If the school should receive more applications than there are places available, applications will be prioritised and children allocated places in the order of priority given below.  The school’s admission number is 30.  Whilst there are 30 or fewer children in a year there is no need to apply these criteria.

Admission Criteria:

1. Children in public care (Looked After Children)
2. Children living in the catchment area who have brothers or sisters in the school at the time of admission
3. Children living outside the catchment area who have brothers or sisters in the school at the time of admission
4. Children who are attending Longtown Primary School Nursery
5. Other children living in the catchment area, giving priority to those living closest to Longtown Primary School
6. Children living outside the catchment area giving priority to those living closest to the school measured in a straight line on the map. Distance will be measured from the front door of the child’s house to the main gate of the school.

If it is necessary to prioritise in categories 1-4, the measurement criterion in category 6 will be used.
In the event of the school being oversubscribed, those children whose applications were unsuccessful will be placed on a waiting list by the local authority. Subsequently, if a place becomes available, those children on the waiting list will be ranked according to the above criteria.
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
