There are four hazard types of explosives:-  1 is the most hazardous and 4 is the least hazardous.  The majority of fireworks are classed as hazard type 4.  The hazard type of an explosive will be listed on manufacturers’ or suppliers’ information.
The quantities in the regulations now refer to the Net Explosives Quantity (NEQ), the quantity of explosives contained within the firework and not the gross weight.  If the NEQ is not available it should be taken as 25% of the firework.

The above-mentioned Registration/Licence will allow you to sell fireworks during certain times of the year only.  These are:

· from 15 October to 10 November inclusive,

· on the day of Divali and the three days before,

· on the first day of the Chinese New Year and three days before,

· from 26 to 31 December inclusive.

If you wish to sell fireworks all through the year you will need to apply for a separate ‘Fireworks Licence’ which costs £500.  This must be renewed annually.  To apply for this licence please contact Trading Standards.

Storing more than 2000kg of explosives, or in mines and harbour areas

You must apply for a licence from the Health and Safety Executive if you:

· store more than 2000kg of explosives, or

· store explosives at mines or harbour areas.

Explosives requiring a licence from the Police

You must apply for a licence from the Police if you store:

· smokeless powder,

· blasting explosives,

· black powder,

· anything else requiring an explosives certificate.
