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Waste Collection/Street Cleaning- Scrutiny Committee

[image: image2.wmf]Jane Murray from the Scrutiny Committee requested the residents views on refuse collection.

Frank Wilson queried that he heard of changes to the fortnightly collections, it was assured that there were to be no changes. One resident expressed how good they thought the waste collection was.

There were isolated issues raised regarding elderly residents not able to get their waste to the kerbside.

It was brought up by a Councillor that a black bin and three plastic bags used to be the agreed amount for waste collection, now the agreed amount is a black bin and one plastic bag, there were concerns that this would be reduced further, but it was stated that this was not the case.
Jane asked the residents if they felt that the recycling services were adequate. 
It was answered that the All Saints ward residents in particular did not feel recycling services adequate. It was felt that residents wanted the purple bag collection scheme fast tracked in their area.

[image: image3.wmf]It was commented that a recycling site in the All Saints area had been looked into but opposition had been met at locating it.

Dog Fouling

The issue of fining for dog fouling offenders was brought up, magistrates to issue a fine; there were suggestions of on the spot fines and the introduction of a points system for dog fouling offenders.
Open spaces - it was agreed that open spaces have been neglected in Cockermouth and that Allerdale need to focus on these. 

Cumbria Fire & Rescue Service – Dave Edgar –General road and fire issues

[image: image4.wmf]Dave Edgar from the Cumbria Fire & Rescue Service started by giving information on Home Safety Visits.  A Fire Officer will visit residents homes and a risk assessment will be done. This includes a Fire Evacuation Plan, the officers will educate children  on fire safety they will provide smoke alarms and instruct residents on the maintenance of the smoke alarms.
Road Safety

Drivers are 20 – 30 times more likely to be killed on the roads in Cumbria so the Fire & Rescue service are working more closely with Cockermouth school to show children the reality of car crashes and give the children road awareness training. 

Cheryl Cowperthwaite and Caroline Watson- Passenger Transport Services

The County Council spends twenty million providing support for schools and adult social care. The Budget for the concessionary fare is the responsibility of the Borough Council. New criteria took 790 settlements to make an equitable standard for all of Cumbria. 
Some areas have no bus services.

The Council are looking at services, more research into what people are using services for. The Council will not be introducing anything until 2008.

It has been confirmed that the following bus services will be kept.

No. 34  -  Cockermouth – Slatefell
No 35 -  Cockermouth  - Workington via Great Broughton

No 36 -  Cockermouth – Workington via Grey Southern
No 58 -  Maryport – Cockermouth  via Dearham 

Rural Wheels

The Rural Wheels scheme is a demand responsive scheme which is planned to be in place from 2008 onwards, which will provide door to door transport for people with difficulties. This involves local taxi drivers and mini bus drivers and requires two working days notice. A Smart Card system will be used as payment.
From November 2007 Community Bus services in the local area will be funded by the Round Table and the organisation CRISP, ( Cumbria Rural Infrastructure Support Program )

A minibus will be available for hire to local groups for outings etc at 0.75p per mile, the day to day management of this will be by community transport officers

Voluntary Social Car Scheme

The Voluntary Social Car Scheme provides local transport from a network of local drivers, charges are 30 p per mile, this service is for people who need door to door transport.
Other issues brought up were the double yellow lines in Broughton , the Parish Council will put some money towards the costs but a traffic regulation order is required.

The issues of Windmills is to be added to the next agenda as they are considered a problem in West Cumbria.
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
