[image: image1.wmf]Dr Howarth, Clinical Director of Adult Services gave a further update on the plans for the new community hospital  The forum was showed provisional architect plans.  It is to be built on a slope, the roof is to be a garden with an atrium and skylight to flood the building with light.  On the ground floor, the nurses station will be in the  middle and have a view into each room.  Each room will have double doors leading to the gardens.  Other facilities include a diagnostic room, children’s centre, education rooms (which will be open to the public). On the top floor there will be a staff room with a terrace and a room for specialists and nurses.  The garden will wrap around the building.  A time frame of 20 months was given for building work..
Gritting Car Parks – Allerdale Borough Council
Tony Smith of Allerdale Borough Council spoke of the problems with Riverside and Fairfield slope.  He apologized for the problems on Monday due to the lack of gritting, explained that they were caught out and are trying to improve the situation.
