There is plenty of good news since last writing to you - NW Improvement & Efficiency Partnership have had their funding confirmed by DCLG, together with the other regional partnerships in the country. The NW region will receive a total of just over £8m for 2010-11.

 

Obviously this is great news for Cumbria as we will receive an allocation of the funding to continue with out projects next year, and also enable us to support some interesting new projects. These are particularly focused on some of the improvement priorities from the Comprehensive Area Assessment (CAA), namely Housing, Climate Change and Value for Money. We'll be able to let you know more about the content of these in the next Communiqué in June.

 

We have had really great feedback from our regional partner, NWIEP on our progress so far this year, in terms of clarity of our outcomes on projects, the evidence we provide on our progress and our engagement with the NW regional bodies. This is really encouraging for the start of next year's program.

 

And finally, Cumbria has been successful in a bid for funding from NWIEP to support a capital programme called "Active Travel". This need arose from the devastating floods which hit Cumbria last November and aims to rebuild and improve public rights of way in the Derwent Valley of West Cumbria. 	Year 3 Funding for the Regional Improvement & Efficiency Partnerships confirmed
NWIEP has been formally granted funding for Year 3 - please see link to NWIEP website.

 

The North West has received just over £8m of core funding from DCLG. The split of funding between the region and the sub region stays the same as this year with 60% of the funding directed to the 5 sub regions in the NW and the remaining balance being used across the region.

 

CIEP is now working on its program for 2010-11. Our main priorities for next year are Support on Collaborative Working; continuation of some of this year's projects, and resource and support for the Housing and Climate Change agendas. In the June Communiqué we will be able to give you further detail on what each of these projects will be covering.

 

Active Travel Capital Bid
NWIEP held a second round of the "Dragon Factor" to commit the remaining £0.9m to potential eligible projects in the NW region. Cumbria re-submitted a revised and much improved bid for "Active Travel" taking into account feedback from NWIEP after it was unsuccessful in the first round.
 

The Active Travel proposal aims to "rebuild the public rights of way infrastructure, improve the quality of provision, flood proof the network against future events and embed a change in active travel following the severe flooding in November 2009."

 

The bid was successful; securing £180, 000 of capital and £10, 000 revenue NWIEP funds, specifically for areas of the project that focus on social outcomes - for example health benefits to the environment. A delivery plan will shortly be submitted to NWIEP for approval. Once approved this will be available to view on the website.
