	Dear all,
I hope you has a really good summer and are now looking forward to a productive Autumn. One of the big milestones this Autumn that we are looking towards is the Comprehensive spending review announcement in late October. I am sure we can all breath a collective sigh of relief when we know exactly what the local government landscape may look like following the anouncement on the scope of efficiency savings we all have to make. 
 
Our second year for CIEP has come to a close. Three of our projects have produced "firsts" either within Cumbria or nationally. The Overview and Scrutiny project provided funding to the first all member body in Cumbria to focus specifically in the delivery and progress of the Sustainable Community Strategy and the Local Area Agreement. 
 
CIEP funding enabled a joint Review of all Terms and Conditions across the Local Authorities. Cumbria is the first in the North West to produce a 'live' directory of terms and conditions for all local authorities.
 
The CIEP Achieving Equality project has successfully encouraged all District Authorities to work together to reach the 'Achieving' level against the Equality Framework for Local Government. Again, if this achieved, (for assessment in December) this will be a 'first' nationally and the project will develop a legacy for all Authorities to become 'Excellent'.
 
We have now entered year 3 of CIEP with a number of new projects having got underway, particularly the Housing and Climate Change projects. Please follow the link to find out more about them.
 
We also have a capital project about to begin. This is the Cumbria Private Sector Housing Condition Survey - co ordinated private sector house condition surveys in each District Council area. For an investment of approx £50k, the project aims to deliver cashable efficiency savings within 12 months of £40k.
 
The surveys will inform local and sub-regional policies in relation to private sector housing, especially with regard to Decent Homes, Energy Efficiency and Fuel Poverty.
 
Finally as part of a national programme, CLG have made available a further £9m to the RIEPs to build skills and capacity on mainstream climate change activity in local authoities, including planning departments. The NW will receive just over £1m revenue to support the region: Climate Change Skills Fund.
 
Part of this funding has been allocated to each sub region and Cumbria will recevie £100k for a local programme. This programme is being drafted, with support from CIEP, by Cumbria County Council Sustainability Unit on behalf of the CSP Task Group on Climate Change and we'll let you know more about how this has developed next time.
