ARNSIDE NATIONAL PRIMARY SCHOOL – POSSIBLE NURSERY PROVISION CONSULTATION ANALYSIS 2010

Introduction:  Between 1 November and 10th December 2010 a consultation exercise was conducted seeking views of stakeholders and the local community on the possibility of a change of age range at Arnside National School in order to accommodate a nursery provision.

Summary of responses:  A total of 45 responses were received during the consultation period.  

Those responding included the governing body of a nearby school, Headteacher of a local secondary school, Partnerships & Communities Officer for SLDC and the Corporate Director for Cumbria Children’s Services.

91.1% (41) of respondents supported the proposal for a change of age range to establish a nursery provision, 2.2% (1) against with 6.6% (3) neutral.
