Information for Schools

Habilitation will seek to develop future independence skills as well as allowing pupils to feel safe and confident in the school environment. In consultation with parents, school staff and other relevant professionals the Mobility Instructor can carry out an holistic habilitation assessment identifying your pupil’s needs. 

What can habilitation offer your school? 

· Environmental audit to enable the pupil to access school grounds, buildings and facilities 

· Specialist advice at transition times

· Specialist advice for PE and other extra-curricular activities (social clubs, school trips etc)

· Advice to the home technology department (cooking equipment/techniques)

· Sighted guide training for staff

· Sign post to Guide Dogs - Young My Guide Service (sight guide training for pupils/peers)
· Peer group vision impairment awareness training
· Links to the curriculum to aid learning (concepts in maths/science/geography etc)

What can habilitation offer your pupil?

· Increased confidence and self esteem

· Greater independence 

· Improved social skills 

· Less reliance on school staff

· Greater inclusion in school life

· Independent travel to and from school

· Sign posting to other opportunities (actionnaires, residential activities etc)
· Improved opportunities in later life such as university/career

The Mobility Instructor would always work closely with other professionals involved with your child such as the Specialist Advisory Teacher of Children and Young People with Vision Impairment, school staff and any other professionals.
