POLICY AND GUIDELINES ON ASSESSMENT AND RECORDING ATTAINMENT

Deaf* children in Cumbria will receive (where necessary) regular assessments in order to monitor progress, inform teaching targets and ensure that the child is receiving appropriate support.  * The term ‘deaf’ is used to refer to all degrees of hearing loss
Babies and pre-school children will be assessed and their progress reviewed at least every 6 months.  School aged children will be assessed and reviewed annually if they use radio aid equipment and/or have a Statement of Special Educational Needs / Education Health & Care Plan.

Pre-School, Early Years Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 Children:

Recommended assessments, that can be used at 6 monthly or annual reviews and for an Assessment for a Statement of Special Educational Needs.

Recommended assessments for use for Annual Reviews- as required.

Functional Communication 
‘Pragmatic Profile’- School Aged children

Language Development

‘British Picture Vocabulary Scales 3’ (BPVS 3)
‘Reynell Developmental Language Scales III’ Key Stage 2 only (until the pupil reaches a language development age of about 6 years).
‘Assessment of Comprehension and Expression’ [ACE] for pupils with a language development age from 6 to11 years

Speech Development, 
STAP.

Video recordings may be carried to facilitate these assessments and to share with the child’s family. Permission from parent/carer to record and confidentiality would be maintained. 
Reading

‘Edinburgh Reading Test’ (Stage according to reading ability).

End of Key Stage 2,3 & GCSE outcomes will be recorded via annual review.
Further assessment procedures that may be used as required for Key Stage 2 and 3 pupils

· P.Scales / Pivots used in conjunction with the pupil’s school.
· LARSP -  until the pupil is at Stage 5, using STASS to elicit structures as appropriate
