By law, any child of compulsory school age (between 5yrs-16yrs) must receive a suitable education.





Some parents elect to educate their Children at Home which is perfectly legal and acceptable. Cumbria County Council asks those parents to notify us that they are doing so.





Parents and carers are responsible to ensure that the education received is suitable, full time and meets the need of their child.  Failure to do so may lead to prosecution.
