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	1. Welcome and introductions
Apologies for absence and substitutions – as above. The meeting was quorate.
This was a hybrid meeting. Members introduced themselves.
2. Minutes of previous meeting held on 13 June 2022 
The meeting notes were agreed. 
3. Matters arising not covered in the agenda - none
4. LGR (agenda item moved from item 7)
Dan Barton (DB), Assistant Director - People, joined the meeting to give a briefing on the effects of LGR for SACRE. The new authorities have been briefed on what the councils statutory responsibilities are, with SACRE being one of them, this hasn’t been taken any further by the 2 new authorities. 
Question - can one SACRE cover both authorities? this has happened in other counties. 
It was suggested that 
· as the expertise is already here to continue with existing SACRE members except for elected members who would change. 
· one meeting with an overall agenda but with separate more specific items for each authority. 
· we will need to look at new constitutions and funding, GB and JY to liaise with DB and legal department.
SG said that in her meeting earlier the National Executive have no problem with this proposal. JY has looked at Northamptonshire model and they have split recently but kept one SACRE. 
NH added that the draft plans for the two new authorities already have major differences. 
It was agreed to hold the spring meeting earlier in the term to address LGR and maybe hold an additional working group meeting. JD, BE and GP all volunteered to be part of this group.
5. Feedback from RE/SACRE Conference
45 delegates attended the conference at the Roundthorn Hotel in Penrith. Feedback was very positive especially for the lead speaker Adam Robertson. Some teachers said that the session online with 
Claire Clinton was not as good but that was only because of technical issues. Looking to the conference for next year JY is trying to get Dr Richard Kueh Dr Richard Kueh - RE:ONLINE (reonline.org.uk) for the main speaker. The conference will be for primary and secondary due of the launch of the Revised Agreed Syllabus. JY is also approaching Stephen Pett Consultancy services through the RE Adviser team (retoday.org.uk)and Saima Saleh Committee (natre.org.uk) as possible speakers. See links for further infIt will probably be held on a Monday in late June as a face-to-face conference. Question - which area will the conference run? as we will have two authorities by then.
6. Development plan
As discussed at the previous meeting a working group is looking at the NASACRE self-evaluation which when complete will feed into our Development Plan. There are still 2 sections to complete. Section 2 - Standards and Quality of RE Provision and Section 4 - Collective Worship.  SMc to send copy of        self-evaluation to LW. GB mentioned that we are ahead of many other SACREs in completing this when it was discussed at the last NNW hub meeting. GB will forward the notes and details of the next NNW meeting to SG.
7. Cumbria Agreed Syllabus update
A second meeting was held with teachers who volunteered to help update the syllabus. Secondary volunteers including our members Katherine France and Vicky Bunter will take a lead to amend their section. JY, WR, LW and GB will hold a further meeting with the primary teachers and JY and WR will look at amending the first section. GB is contacting the EY lead in Learning Improvement as the team already provide guidance on other areas. CR (secondary) and GP (primary) volunteered to help with their respective areas. Look at arranging meetings for early November.
8. SACRE Annual Report 2021-22
This is ongoing at present.
9. Virtual Voices in RE project
This is coming to a close. There is a sixth form event being run during Inter Faith Week - About the Week - Inter Faith Week  An online celebration event will be held in November for the volunteer voices. As a legacy from the project an event can be organised to run, annually, in Inter Faith Week, with faith representatives invited to join in the SACRE/RE Conference.
10. Local and National updates – already distributed and read
Members were asked if they had any comments. JY was thanked for her work on this and the way she prompts members by asking questions on the specific updates. 
Discussion took place around the death of the Queen, will this lead to a new avenue of discussion around death, celebrations and remembrance. Will it raise interest in RE?
RE Ambassador for the North West, Naomi Anstice (see link for further details) - The Regional RE Hubs team is ready to go! (natre.org.uk) to be invited to a meeting to give a presentation on what her role is.

The Association of RE Inspectors, Advisers and Consultants (AREIAC) should someone attend their conference? JY can attend free of charge this time. 

11. SACRE membership
This has been discussed over many years, JY asked members to consider her being on the group as a humanist rep under Committee A which would allow her to have voting rights and she could then drop her union representation. She informed members 

· that from 180 SACREs, 129 have a humanist rep, 24 of which are co-opted, 97 as full members and 8 tbc
· From the 2011 census 25% are non-religious
· from a Cumbrian secondary student census in 2021 (1000 pupils from 12 schools) - 70% are non-religious
JY gave a summary from a document by Humanist UK about why Humanists should have a role on SACREs.  You can view the full document here.   JY reminded members that a workshop about Humanism has been part of the last two Cumbria SACRE conferences, as Humanism is part of the GCSE syllabus and recommended study by OFSTED and other RE national organisations.
After a discussion between members and the 4 committees it was agreed to accept JY as a humanist rep under Committee A.

EM asked for hybrid meetings be looked at again. The members joining via teams could not always hear what was being said and the large meeting room added to the teams attendees not feeling part of the meeting.

12. Newsletter
RC was unable to join this meeting. Members were asked if they have anything they want to go into the  next edition. As it is early in the term there is no deadline, at the moment. 
13. Feedback from Union Reps
NASUWT - Jane gave feedback from the NASUWT local officer group who had asked if the new Cumbria Agreed Syllabus would mean more work for teachers.
14. Update from SACRE members

North Northwest Hub meetings – GB gave feedback after attending the last meeting. One issue raised was about Teaching Schools hubs, will they be providing training on RE. As we have links to the teaching school in the west, West Lakes Academy, GB and JY can liaise with Vicky Stabler on this. Also consider asking Vicky to join the Agreed Syllabus working group.
Date for next NNW meeting is 14 November 2022 1pm start. GB and SG will try to attend.
