Children from Abroad This chapter was updated to reflect Care of unaccompanied and trafficked

children: Statutory guidance for local authorities on the care of unaccompanied asylum seeking and
trafficked children (2014). Where the age of a person is uncertain and there are reasons to believe
that they are a child, they are presumed to be a child in order to receive immediate access to
assistance, support and protection. Age assessments should not be a routine part of a local
authority's assessment of unaccompanied or trafficked children. Where age assessments are
conducted, they must be Merton Compliant.

Children Missing from Education This chapter was extensively updated and should be read

throughout.

Children of Parents who Misuse Substances A link was added to Postnatal Care — NICE Clinical

Guideline 37 in the Further Information section.

E-Safety: Children Exposed to Abuse through the Digital Media This chapter was updated to reflect

the issue of social media and radicalisation. Information was also added with regards to The Serious
Crime Act (2015) which introduced an offence of sexual communication with a child.
