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Mosses contain areas of deep soft peat. There are many water filled ditches, pools and old peat workings, often
hidden by a sphagnum moss carpet. Considerable care is required walking over sites except on public footpaths
or on marked trails. Adders live here and there are ticks, which can carry Lyme’s disease.
