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Useful Information
Date and time restrictions
Through tickets can be issued to the Ravenglass & Eskdale Railway except
when there are no Northern Rail services to Ravenglass (Christmas Day,
Boxing Day and Sundays).
Normal ticket restrictions apply for travel on connecting services to
Ravenglass.

Where to purchase
You can buy a through ticket to the Ravenglass & Eskdale Railway at any
staffed station. You can also buy one from the conductor on the train if you
start your journey at an unstaffed station or when the ticket office is closed.
Through tickets can be issued where an Off-Peak Day Return or Anytime
Day Return fare is available to Ravenglass. Holders of Senior, Disabled,
16-25 and Family & Friends railcards are entitled to normal railcard
discounts on the through fare.

Ravenglass
An important naval base in Roman times, Ravenglass lies in a
natural harbour, surrounded by sand dunes to the west at the
estuary of three rivers: the Esk, the Mite and the Irt. Old cottages
line the main street that leads directly up from the beach.

Irton Road (request stop)
Roughly half way between Ravenglass and Dalegarth, trains often
pass each other here.

The Green (request stop)
Eskdale Green village is served by this station and Irton Road.

Dalegarth (for Boot)
Dalegarth station is in the scenic valley of Eskdale at the foot of
Scafell, England's highest mountain. A short walk from the station
is the small village of Boot, where you can visit Eskdale Mill,
dating back to 1578, one of the very few remaining two-wheel
water corn mills. Also close by is St Catherine's Church with its
picturesque setting beside the River Esk and an opportunity for a

riverside stroll. A hike up the deep and narrow gorge of Stanley
Ghyll can lead to dramatic views of the surrounding fells

and valley below. Refreshments are available at
Dalegarth station and at the pubs in Boot village.

The Cumbrian Coast Line links the border city of
Carlisle to the shipbuilding town of Barrow-in-Furness.
The 85-mile journey travels through the Western Lake
District, an area steeped in cultural, industrial and
maritime history, set against a backdrop of lakes and
mountains.

At Ravenglass, join the Ravenglass & Eskdale Railway
for a seven-mile journey from the Lake District National
Park’s only coastal village to
the foot of England’s
highest mountain.
