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The 505 Windermere to Coniston service can now
carry bikes free of charge.

There is room for two cycles, but you are advised to
book in advance to ensure there is space.

Cycles can only be boarded/unloaded at
Windermere Rail Station, Ambleside Kelsick Road,
Hawkshead Village and Coniston.

To book, simply phone 01539 722143 (during office
hours Monday to Friday 09.30-16.30), with the
details of where you will join and leave the bus.

— Bike Rack Operation

The bike rack is fitted to allow customers a facility of
transporting their cycle and for no other purpose.

* You must follow the driver's instructions at all times.

* You must not at any time step into the road putting
yourself or the driver at risk.

* [t is your responsibility, not that of the driver, to lift the
cycle on to the rack and apply the wheel clamp.

* Once the driver has secured the cycle, you are required
to inspect to assure you are satisfied with the security of
your cycle before the vehicle can proceed.
