There are no formal entry requirements. At the first class you attend, your tutor will 
assess your level of English and discuss your individual needs.

Part-time courses (3 hours per week for 22 weeks). All sessions include individual 
support and review time with your tutor.
•	 All ESOL learners follow the national ESOL adult core curriculum.
•	 All ESOL learners work towards national qualifications awarded by Ascentis - 

National Award Body.

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Assessment
There are three tasks within the assessment involving:
•	 listening to a passage read by the tutor and answering questions on it;
•	 following instructions;
•	 taking part in a role play and discussion.

Course fees 2013/14
The 22 week ESOL course will cost £250 for eligible learners (see section below about 
Eligibility) which will include the cost of the exam fee for the Speaking & Listening test. 
(If you wish to take the Reading and/or Writing tests, these will cost an additional £40 
each). Full payment Is expected within the first two weeks but please see your tutor if 
you wish to pay by instalments. Eligible learners may be entitled to a free course if they 
are unemployed and in receipt of JSA/ESA(WRAG) benefits. (Job Seekers Allowance/
Employment Support Allowance(Work-related Activity Group).

If you are not an eligible learner, you will need to pay the standard ESOL course fee of 
£400 for a 22 week course, plus a test fee of £40.
