New positive cases increased in Carlisle and Allerdale slightly, Most cases
are from pillar 2 testing

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Key Points for Cumbria’s districts in Week 32:

Carlisle had the greatest number of new cases (+26 new cases, up from +25 new cases in week 31);

Carlisle also had the highest rate of new cases for the 2" consecutive week (+26 new cases = 24 new cases per 100k population);
Both Eden and Carlisle’s rates of new cases were well above the national average (Eden = 15 new cases per 100k population and
Carlisle = 24 new cases per 100 population vs. England’s 9 new cases per 100k population);

As well as Carlisle, Allerdale also experienced a small increase in new cases (+10 new cases, up from +8 new cases in week 31).
